4.2 The elements of the Contract to be-sabtraced and the Subontractors shall be notified to the
Contracting Authority in the Grant Application. In case the change ot8ntractors is required during the
implementation of the Contract, the Service Provider shall request in writing the permissiothé
Contracting Authority for such change. In its request Service Provider shall list proposed nrew sub
contractors in the manner and level of details as required in Grant Application. All the proposed sub
contractors must meet established by the Guneslfor Call for Applications eligibility requirements. The
Contracting Authority within 30 (thirty) days counted from the date of receiving relevant request from the
Service Provider shall inform the Service Provider of its decision stating its refsermission is withheld.

The Service Provider shall not sabntract without the written permission of the Contracting Authority

4.3 The Contracting Authority recognizes no contractual link between itself and thedtactors;
however, it may vouch, vere deemed necessary, for direct payments tec8ntractors. 4.4 The Service
Provider shall be responsible for the acts, defaults and negligence of his/ftemBalstors and their agents
or employees, as if they were the acts, defaults or negligetive 8&rvice Provider, its agents or employees.
The approval by the Contracting Authority of the ®amtracting of any part of the Contract or of the-sub
contractors shall not relieve the Service Provider, of any of its obligations under the Contract.

Arti cle 5. Taxes and Duties
5.1 The Service Provider is responsible for all taxes and customs duties in compliance with the Law of
Republic of Kosovo.

5.2 The Service Provider, Sabntractors, and their Personnel shall pay such taxes, duties, fees, and othe
impositions as may be levied under the Applicable Law, the amount of which is deemed to have been
included in the Contract Price.

Article 6. Commencement and Completion of Services

6.1 This Contract shall come into effect on the date the Contract edsiiynboth Parties or other date if
stated in the SCC. The Rural Broadband Grant Manual including all its amendments is recognized as integral
part of this Contract by all Parties.
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6.2 Before commencement of the Services, the Service Provider shall sulimitContracting Authority

for approval a program withii (five) working days, showing the general methods, arrangements, order and
timing for all activities. The Project manager will approve the program within the 5 (five) working days.
The Servicestall be carried out in accordance with the approved program as updated.

6.3 The Service provider shall commence the Services as soon as is reasonably possible after the receipt of
the order with due expedition and without delay.

6.4 The Service Providshall complete the Services by the Intended Completion Date, as is specified in the
SCC. If the Service Provider does not complete the Services by the Intended Completion Date, it shall be
liable to pay liquidated damage. In this case, the Completion Wllilitbe the date of completion of all
activities.

6.5 The place of the performance of the Services is specified in the SCC.

6.6 Unless the Parties agree otherwise, implementation of the Contract shall begin after issuing the
commencement order byroject Manager and no later than 30 (thirty) days after the Contract award
notification publication date on the KODE Project
entitled not to implement the Contract and to obtain its termination or comipeneatthe damage he/she

has suffered. The Service Provider shall forfeit this right unless he/she exieneitigia 30 (thirty) days of

Article 7. Extension of period of the Contra¢ completion

period for which such extension will be requested. As soon as possible, but no later than within 15 (fifteen)
days, the Service Bvider shall provide the Contracting Authority with formal request to extend the
duration of the Contract. Such request shall include comprehensive explanation of the grounds for the
requested Contract extension and its duration.

7.3 Within 15 (fifteen) dgs of the receipt of the request referred to in Article 7 paragraph 7.2 of this
Contract, the Contracting Authority shall by written notice to the Service Provider either grant the extension
of the Contract prospectively or retrospectively of the requedtedtion or different duly justified
duration, or inform the Service Provider that he/she is not entitled to Contract extension.

Article 8. Force Majeure

8.1. Neither Party shall be considered to be in breach of its obligations under the Contraetfibthepce
of such obligations is prevented by any circumstance®roké majeurewhich arise after the date of
notification of the award or the date when the Contract becomes effective.

8.2. The termfbrce majeur, as used herein shall mean acts of Giikes, lockouts or other industrial
disturbances, acts of the public enemy, wars, whether declared or not, blockades, insurrection, riots,
epidemics, landslides, earthquakes, storms, lightning, floods, washouts, civil disturbances, explosions, and
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anyother similar unforeseeable events, beyond the control of either Party and which by the exercise of due
diligence neither Party is able to overcome.

8.3. A Party affected by an event of force smajeur e
inability to fulfill its obligations hereunder with a minimum of delay.

8.4. The Service Provider shall not be liable for liquidated damages or termination for default if its delay
in performance or other failure to perform its obligations under ther&urnis the result of an event of
force majeure The Contracting Authority shall similarly not be liable to payment of interest on delayed
payments, for noperformance or for termination for default if the Contracting Authority's delay or other
failure toperform its obligations is the result foffice majeure

8.5. If either Party considers that any circumstance®roE majeurehave occurred which may affect
performance of its obligations it shall notify the other Party immediately giving details nathes, the
probable duration and likely effect of the circumstances. Unless otherwise directed by the Project Manager
in writing, the Service Provider shall continue to perform its obligations under the contract as far as is
reasonably practicable and Brseek all reasonable alternative means for performance of its obligations
which are not prevented by tfierce majeuresvent. The Service Provider shall not put into effect such
alternative means unless directed so to do by the Project Manager.

Article 9. Termination of the Contract by the Contracting Authority

9.1 The Contracting Authority may, after giving the Service Provider 15 (fifteen) business days' notice,
terminate the contract in any of the following cases:

(a) the Service Provider fails to cpiy within a reasonable time with the notice given by the Contracting
Authority requiring it to make good the neglect or failure to perform its obligations under the Contract
which seriously affects the proper and timely provision of the Services;

(b) the Service Provider refuses or neglects to carry out administrative orders given by the Contracting
Authority;

(c) the Service Provider assigns the Contract orc@uliracts without the authorization of the Contracting
Authority;

(d) the Service Provider bemes bankrupt or is being wound up, is having its affairs administered by the
courts, has entered into an arrangement with creditors, has suspended business activities, is the subject of
proceedings concerning those matters, or is in any analogous sitaiasiog from a similar procedure
provided for in national legislation or regulations;

(e) the Service Provider has been convicted of an offence concerning its professional conduct by a judgment
which has the force o€s judicata

(f) the Service Providdnas been guilty of grave professional misconduct proven by any means which the
Contracting Authority can justify;

(9) the Service Provider has been the subject of a judgment which has the f@sgudicatafor fraud,
corruption, involvement in a crimal organization;

(h) any organizational modification occurs involving a change in the legal personality, nature or control of
the Service Provider, unless such modification is recorded in an addendum to the Contract;

(i) any other legal disability hindieig performance of the Contract occurs;
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
